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Dear Friends

What a difficult winter this has been for us as a congregation. I
spoke to someone in Church on a recent Sunday morning for
whom that had been the first time she had been in Church since
the snows came in late November. While the snow-covered fields,
hills and buildings, including the Church, look picturesque and ap-
propriate for Christmas, the reality of snow on the ground, for pe-
destrians and motorists, has been a very different story.

The pictures of traffic chaos on our television screens and in our
papers show how difficult it has been to travel to where we've
wanted to go. Even we were not able to get our family car up the
drive for several weeks and often got stuck in the Glebe and on
Port Street. Thank you, if you helped me dig the car out of many
and various situations over this period. I much appreciated the
help.

Schools too were affected and the many school closures for ‘snow
days’ gave parents many headaches. I suspect the children,
though, were delighted to be given the opportunity to have days
off, and enjoy winter sports — although if they were sitting exams
which were constantly being rescheduled, they perhaps were not
able to have much enjoyment.

Our congregation has also suffered - with low attendances on
Sundays, and many meetings and events having to be cancelled
due to icy conditions on our paths and in our car park.

The snow and cold weather even affected us in our homes, and in
our church buildings, with frozen and burst pipes, and many other
inconveniences. I am aware that the severe cold has affected the
health of many folk, and I want to assure you of my concern, and
my prayers for a speedy recovery if you are one of these people.

There’s no doubt that snow is lovely to look at, but there are many
of us who are glad that it's now gone (for the moment?) and we
can get on with our lives.
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So we turn our attention to a new year and what it will bring. For
me this is shaping up to be an interesting year, which has already
brought its challenges, particularly in family life and routine.

In respect of Church life there are several things of which to be
aware.

In late spring of this year we are going to be having an Exhibition
and Gathering in the Town Hall, which we hope will showcase the
activities of our congregation’s life, as well as some of the things
going on around us in the town itself. This exhibition and gather-
ing is a response to the fact that in 2010 our financial position was
precarious, and it is hoped that by seeing the work that we do, and
that the Church does nationally, we might realise that for this work
to continue, we may have to dig a little deeper in all our pockets.
I'll say a little bit more about this when we have our accounts for
2010 available.

During the year the congregation will be visited by a group of
people from the Presbytery, asking us to consider our work and
witness, as the Presbytery seeks to develop a plan for the future
ministry to the people in our parishes. This is in response to the
fact that last year's General Assembly asked the Church to plan for
an 11% reduction in its full time ministry. Our Presbytery is being
asked to reduce by around six full time posts, and this may affect
us and those around us in some way. I'll keep you posted.

In late October there is to be a Clackmannanshire-wide evangelism
initiative run for the churches by an organisation called “Impact
World Tour”. Locally in Alloa and Clackmannan three events are
planned, with two taking place in Alloa Town Hall and one in Clack-
mannan Town Hall. These events, or concerts, will be aimed at
people of various ages with the hope of introducing them to Jesus,
and linking them to local churches. The two Alloa events will
involve BMX bikers, roller skaters and bladers, as well as strong
men, and sports based activities. In Clackmannan it is planned to
have “Island Breeze”, a group of dancers from all over the world
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engaging in ethnic dancing, all with the purpose of telling the story
of Jesus.

At the same time the work of the Church will be continuing with
our regular week to week organisations and clubs, and our special
events. I hope we can count on your support. Have a blessed
2011.

The carrot, the egg, and the coffee bean

A young woman complained to her mother that things
presently were so hard for her. She was tired of fighting and
struggling and wanted to give up.

It seemed that, as one problem was solved, a new one arose.
Her mother took her to the kitchen. She filled 3 pots with
water and placed each on a gas ring. When the pots boiled
she placed carrots in one, an egg in the second, and coffee
beans in the third.

She let them sit and boil.

Soon she placed the carrots in one bowl, the egg in another,
and the coffee beans in another.

Turning to her daughter, she asked, " 7e// me, what do you
see?" "Carrots, eggs, and coffee," the young woman re-
plied.

The mother asked her to feel the carrots. She did and noted
that they were soft.

After they were in the boiling water, they had changed the
water.

"Which are you?" the mother asked her daughter. "When
aaversity knocks on your door, how do you respond?

Am I the carrot that seems strong
but, with pain and adversity, do I wilt and become soft and
lose my strength?

Am I the egg that starts with a malleable heart, but changes
with the heat? Did I have a fluid spirit but, after a death, a
break-up, or a financial hardship, does my shell look the
same, but on the inside am I bitter and tough with a stiff
spirit and a hardened heart?

If we are like the bean, when things are at their
worst, we get better and change the situation around
us.
